OBJECTIVE: HEENT: Clear. Lungs: Clear. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Bowel sounds are positive. No CVA tenderness. Extremities: No edema of the lower extremities.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Status post gastric pass, recent weight gain, and recurrent urinary tract infections. With putting the weight back on, we will check labs today including cholesterol and CBC to make sure there is no sign of B12 deficiency and macrocytic anemia.
