She does see the gynecologist. She did have a cyst diagnosed last year. She is on a yearly monitoring schedule now under Dr. Gilkey. Denies headache, change in vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal pain, or change in stools. Last colonoscopy was in November 2011, next due in November 2016.
