Dear Dr. Motazedi:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Johnson, today.

He is a 64-year-old gentleman with a 15-year history of diabetes. In addition, he was seen by my partner Dr. Cameron Gharouri last week and was started on treatment for a periocular abscess on the left lower lid. He is currently using Keflex 500 mg p.o. q.i.d. and erythromycin ointment to the left eye q.h.s. and q.a.m. He has been using warm compresses to address the lesion and he states the lesion did decompressed and drained and has improved since his last visit.

Today, his visual acuity is stable at 20/20 in the right eye and 20/30 in the left eye with his current correction. He has moderate nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy in each eye with possible diabetic macular edema in the right eye greater than left eye. His decreased vision may also be affected by early cataracts. Finally, his periocular abscess does appear to be improving. The cellulitis appears to be resolved. I have asked him to complete his full 10‑day course of antibiotics. He may also continue his erythromycin ointment and warm compresses. I would like to have him return to further evaluate his diabetic macular edema with macular tomography.

I will keep you informed of his progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
