Gabriel is 18 months old, does have overlapping of the second toe over his third toe on both feet, little bit more on the left than the right. He usually put back in the alignment. I have recommended that we put guard between the toes and taper them. We will see if this one retrain them, but on my examination I then checked his lower leg and he does have internal tibial torsion of about 40 degrees on the right and 45 on the left. I then examined his hips and he has a negative Galeazzi. Legs lengths are equal. His hips rotate; seem like 45 in and 45 out. So besides the taping of his toes, we are going to recommend a 
Denis-Browne Bar with the shoes at 45 degrees external. We will see him in three weeks to get the Bar.
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
