Mr. Gloster is seen for a followup on January 23, 2013 and he has chronic low back pain and chronic lumbar radiculopathy and he has been taking gabapentin 300 mg twice a day and Flexeril 10 mg at night. With this medication he is doing fine and he can do all daily activities without problem.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: There is no focal motor weakness in the legs and lumbar motion is full range with flexion, extension, and lateral bending. Palpation reveals no significant tenderness in the lumbar area.
CONCLUSION: His chronic low back pain is doing very well with current medications; therefore, he will continue this medications and I will follow him after three months.
