HPI: Edna Bittle is a 91-year-old female with history of multiple medical problems, history of diabetes mellitus, atrial fibrillation, congestive heart failure, and coronary artery disease. She was seen for a regular followup visit. She is doing fine. No complaints.

Physical Examination:

General: She is awake and alert with fair orientation.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure: 148/78 mmHg. Heart Rate: 82 bpm. Respiratory Rate: 18 per minute. Temperature: 98.0°F.
HEENT: Head atraumatic and normocephalic.
Neck: Supple.
Lungs: Coarse breath sounds bilaterally.

Heart: Heart sounds are normal.

Abdomen: Soft. No abdominal tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

Extremities: Trace leg edema bilaterally.

Neurologic: No focal neurological deficit.

Labs: Recently done. Hematocrit 37.0, BUN 18, creatinine 0.6, blood glucose 88 and creatinine 0.6.
