HPI: Fern Rohrer was seen for a sick visit. She is an 86-year-old female with history of degenerative arthritis, right arm swelling mass and MRI is in progress, followed by Dr. Sack surgical services. She has atrial fibrillation on Coumadin. She complains of swelling of leg and lower abdominal wall.

Physical Examination:
General: The patient is awake and alert with fair orientation.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure: 141/86 mmHg. Heart Rate: 85 bpm. Respiratory Rate: 20 per minute. Temperature: 98.2°F.

HEENT: Head atraumatic and normocephalic.
Neck: Supple.
Lungs: Coarse breath sounds bilaterally.

Heart: Heart sounds are normal.

Abdomen: Soft. No abdominal tenderness. Bowel sounds are active. There is some swelling all lower abdominal area and suprapubic area. No significant tenderness. No palpable masses.

Extremities: 2+ leg edema bilaterally. Right arm abduction is limited to 15 degrees and some tenderness.

Labs: INR 1.6.
Assessment:
1. Congestive heart failure.

2. Leg swelling.

3. History of atrial fibrillation.

4. Degenerative arthritis, severe right shoulder.

5. Hypertension.

6. Diabetes mellitus.

Plan of Care: Reviewed her medications and labs. I will change Lasix in the morning 80 mg. Add potassium chloride 20 mEq daily. Do BMP in next week. Continue Lasix 40 mg in the evening.
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
