Dear Joel:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Mitchell, today.

He is a 71-year-old gentleman with a history of diabetes. We are also following him for glaucoma. He is currently using Lumigan drops in each eye q.h.s. and Cosopt drops in each eye b.i.d. At the present time, he has no visual complaints.

Examination reveals visual acuity of 20/50 in the right eye and 20/20 in the left eye with his current correction. Proper refraction can achieve 20/25 vision in the right eye and 20/20 vision in the left eye. He has advanced glaucoma, which appears to be controlled on his current medications. He has early cataracts in each eye as a cause of mild decreased vision. His visual acuity, however, is adequately rehabilitated with new glasses. Finally, he has no evidence of diabetic retinopathy. I will be giving Mr. Mitchell a prescription for new glasses. He can continue his current medications and return in three months for his annual glaucoma testing including visual fields and optic nerve tomography.

I will keep you informed of his progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
