Ms. Walker was reevaluated on January 23, 2013. She reports that symptoms of the left-sided low back pain has subsided, but continued to have radicular pain to the right side. Repeated MRI of lumbar spine indicating that grade I anterolisthesis with small to moderate diffuse bulging disc of the facet arthropathy. There is minimal bilateral neural foraminal narrowing. I explained result of the MRI to the patient and then we discussed about treatment option. She will be reevaluated when she decided to have spinal epidural injection.
