Recent Behavior and Presentation: Staff is not reporting any recent behavioral problems. The patient is now on the locked unit. No reports that he has been agitated. No reports of delusions or paranoia. No reports of depression or anxiety. No reports of eating or sleeping problems. The patient is out of his room daily. No reports of noncompliance.

Review of Systems: Constitutional: Weight was within normal limits. No reports of problems with appetite. Eyes are positive for macular degeneration. Ears, nose, throat and mouth were negative. Cardiovascular is positive for hypertension. Gastrointestinal is positive for constipation. Respiratory is negative. Genitourinary is negative. Muscular is negative. Integumentary is negative. Neurological is positive for Alzheimer's. Endocrine is negative. Hematologic/Lymphatic is negative. Allergies and Immune is positive for osteoarthritis.

Observation: The patient was sitting up in a chair. His height is 6”, weight was 170 pounds, and respiratory rate was 20. His hygiene and grooming are good. He is quiet, calm and cooperative. His muscle strength and tone appeared within normal limits. No irregular movements were seen. Speech was not spontaneous. He did not verbally respond to any questions. He made some minimal eye contact. Thought process appears confused. No loose associations expressed. No delusions or paranoia expressed. He did not appear to be responding to internal stimuli. He did not express any suicidal or homicidal ideations. Insight and judgment are impaired. He is oriented only to his name. Recent and remote memory are impaired. Attention span and concentration are poor. Fund of knowledge is inadequate. Mood seemed euthymic. Affect was flat. No complaints of side effects. No lethargy. No tremor seen.

Medications: Seroquel 25 mg at bedtime.

Laboratory Data: On 11/28/12, vitamin B12 was 459, glucose 77, GFR 73, AST 25, ALT 18, cholesterol 153, triglycerides 59, and TSH 0.92.

Assessment: Dementia – Alzheimer’s type. Currently, mood and behavior are stable. Medications appear effective and helping in maintain his mood and helping with sleep and any anxiety.
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Plan: At this time, continue the Seroquel 25 mg at bedtime to help with sleep in any anxiety. Staff is not reporting any other problems. Primary care physician is to follow up medically. The benefits of the medications outweigh the risks.
