Dear Dr. Bandri:

Mr. Lanning is seen for followup on January 23, 2013. He has mild residual pain in the low back after lumbar fusion in 2011. However, he is doing fine in terms of his usual daily activities and he is doing some side jobs. He takes Norco 7.5/325 mg twice a day, which relieves pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Motor exam is normal in both legs. Tendon jerks are symmetrical. Lumbar motion with flexion, extension, and lateral bending is slightly painful and there is no point tenderness in the lumbar area.

CONCLUSION: This patient is doing very well after lumbar fusion and has mild residual pain, which is relieved by Norco 7.5/325 mg twice a day.

I instructed him to take Norco only as needed basis not in regular intervals or daily. I prescribed him Norco 7.5/325 mg #60 tablets with two refills and I think he can be followed by Dr. Bandri from now on. If Dr. Bandri is uncomfortable prescribing Norco, I may keep following him every three months.
