PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Head atraumatic and normocephalic.
Neck: Supple.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Heart sounds are normal. No murmur, gallop, or rub.
Abdomen: Soft. No abdominal tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

Extremities: Trace leg edema bilaterally.

Neurologic: No focal except right side extremities powers are slightly weaker.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Hypertension.

5. Recent syncopal episode and fall.

PLAN OF CARE: Her medications are reviewed. She will be continued all current medications. Monitor blood pressures. If blood pressure stays high, we will change the medications. PT/OT evaluation.
