She is doing fine. I reviewed her pain medications. She is on good pain medication. She was started on morphine sulfate. She was found more sleepy per staff and drowsy.

Physical Examination:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure: 114/72 mmHg. Heart Rate: 64 bpm. Respiratory Rate: 18. Temperature: 97.4°F.

Lungs: She has clear lungs.

Heart: Heart sounds are normal.

Abdomen: Soft. No abdominal tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

Extremities: No leg edema. No significant tenderness to the spine.

Labs: Hematocrit 34.3, BUN 9, and creatinine 0.8.

Assessment:
1. Chronic pain syndrome.

2. Degenerative arthritis.

3. Ischemic cardiomyopathy.

4. Dementia.

5. COPD.

Plan of Care: We will discontinue morphine sulfate. Continue Vicodin p.r.n. for now to see how she does and reassess. If she has more pain again, we will reassess.
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
