History of Present Illness: This is a 54-year-old gentleman with history of chronic low back pain and radiculopathy. The patient is returning after completion of his third epidural, which was given yesterday. Symptoms are much improved and the patient is able to walk on the treadmill. The numbness in the feet is persisting, but pain has improved and the patient is able to stand and sit for a longer period of time. No new symptoms.

Physical Examination: Vitals: Blood pressure 118/76, pulse 70, and weight 307 pounds. Rest of the examination is unchanged.

Assessment: This is a 54-year-old gentleman with chronic low back pain, lumbosacral radiating pain, difficulty sitting and standing. Completed series of three epidural injections, last one was yesterday. The patient is doing much better and he is able to walk on the treadmill.

Impression:

1. Low back pain with lumbosacral radiculopathy.

2. Right thigh pain with numbness.

3. Rheumatoid arthritis.

4. Peripheral neuropathy.

5. Unsteady gait.

Plan: Continue current medication for pain management. Completed series of epidural injection as the patient is feeling better. Since the patient’s pain is improved, we will refer for physical therapy. Follow up in a month for renewal of prescription.
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
