I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. King, today.

He is a 33-year-old gentleman whom we are following as a glaucoma suspect secondary to a history of using glaucoma drops in the distant past. Today, he presents for his scheduled three-month exam. He has no visual complaints.

Examination reveals visual acuity of 20/20 in each eye with best correction. His ocular pressures are within normal limits without glaucoma drops. His anterior chamber angles are wide open to gonioscopy. At the present time, I do not think we need to resume Mr. King’s glaucoma drops. I would, however, like him to return in three months for his annual glaucoma testing including visual fields and optic nerve tomography. Last year these tests were normal.

I will keep you informed of his progress.
