ASSESSMENT/PLAN: At this point, the medication she has some neomycin and steroid in it. She might be reacting to the neomycin. I am going to place her on 12-day steroid taper by mouth and I want her to take Valtrex 500 mg b.i.d. while she is on it. We are going to continue that for four months. There are other choices such as Lyrica and Tegretol, but it is improving, pain is less, and not needing as many Percocet. She takes her two Elavil and her Ativan at bed to sleep.
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
