This 89-year-old gentleman presents to follow up his pneumonia. He is accompanied by his wife who remains in the room for the entire H&P. His course of pneumonia has been well documented most recently in the note of 01/17/13. This has been reviewed. Since the appointment on the 01/17/13, the patient has finished his Avelox and has taken a six-day taper of prednisone. He reports that he is feeling better. He still gets quite tired in the afternoon, but he thinks his stamina is better. He also reports that his breathing is better. He continues to use his DuoNeb two to four times a day. His thinks most days, he is using it about three times. His appetite has been better and he reports that his wife has been encouraging him to eat. The patient and his wife report that he is no longer having any visual hallucinations.

O:
Vital signs are as listed. He appears to have more energy. He continues to do some pursed mouth breathing. His weight is up three pounds from last week. His breath sounds are equal with wheezes with forced exhalation. His cough is without rales or rhonchi. The wheezes do diminish significantly after a cough. His heart rate is regular with no murmur. He has no significant peripheral edema.

A:
Resolving pneumonia with persistent wheezing.

Reassurance was given that he appears to be improving day-by-day. I advised that he continue taking his DuoNeb as needed. I strongly advised for him to come back in if he starts feeling worse at all. He will continue to eat frequent small meals and rest as needed. I also advised that he do cough in deep breathing about once per hour. He is agreeable to this plan.
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
