The patient came today for examination and she states hurts allover but she is off her prednisone for one week.
MUSCULOSKELETAL:
Both upper and lower extremity examination is done for inspection, palpation, stability, and range of motion. Only the pertinent abnormal and normal findings are listed below.

There is no swelling. The grip is not bad. The left hand is better than the right hand.

LABORATORY DATA:
Her labs have been discussed. Her anemia improved on December examination. Her cholesterol is going well because she takes statin.
ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:

Rheumatoid arthritis.
We refilled her Arava and prednisone. We will do blood work for CBC and BUN and creatinine. We will start prednisone on tapering 20 mg a day for two days and 10 mg a day for two days and 5 mg a day for two days and then 2 mg for 90 days.
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
