REASON FOR VISIT: Followup.

HPI: Frederick returns today for his yearly followup. He underwent external beam radiation for a T1N0 squamous cell carcinoma of the larynx, completed in May 2006. He has done well since I last saw him in January 2012. No voice changes. No dysphagia.

He feels that his hearing aids are not working for him quite as well as they used.

PHYSICAL EXAM:
GENERAL APPEARANCE: Healthy appearing male in no apparent distress. Voice is stable. Face is symmetric.

EARS: No cerumen is noted in either ear. TMs are normal.

NOSE: Anterior rhinoscopy reveals no mucus, pus, or polyps. External nose is normal.

NECK: No palpable lymphadenopathy. Trachea is midline.

FLEXIBLE FIBEROPTIC LARYNGOSCOPY: The left side was anesthetized with 1% lidocaine with phenylephrine on a cotton ball. The flexible scope was placed into the left revealing a clear nasal floor, nasopharynx, eustachian tube orifice, posterior pharyngeal wall, tongue base, supraglottic structures, true cords, and piriform sinuses.

ASSESSMENT:
1. NED.

2. Bilateral sensorineural loss.

PLAN:
1. I will see him back in another year for his routine cancer followup.

2. He will see Erin for an adjustment on his hearing aids.
