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The patient is here for followup. He states that he has persistent vertigo like symptoms __________. He ambulates. He is somewhat better. His blood pressure is persistently elevated. He has been taking Antivert 12.5 mg three times a day for dizziness with significant relief of the symptoms. Even though, they are still persistent. He has no chest pain or shortness of breath. No orthopnea or PND. The Holter monitor reveals no significant abnormalities.

On my examination, the trach is going to be reevaluated before the patient comes next month. His cholesterol profile is quite abnormal. The patient has recently started taking simvastatin on a regular basis along with TriLipix. This will be reevaluated in four weeks.
