CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Kline returns for reevaluation of his hypertension. He has his renal stent removed tomorrow it is on the left. He has adhesions in his bladder from previous bladder cancer treatment, which caused hydronephrosis. He also has labile hypertension associated with that. He gets continuing care *________00:50________*FDA and to check to see which medication classes would be available for his hypertension, prazosin was available as well as the clonidine. He is on beta-blockers, so the clonidine was not selected. He states that the blood pressure reading he has been getting at home is up to 180/100.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive for some sedation and hypersomnolence associated with his renal condition. He denies GI, complains of nausea or diarrhea. He denies urinary urgency, hesitancy, or leakage.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Pleasant male in no apparent discomfort. His weight is 192 pounds. He is 5’8”. Temperature 97.9. Pulse is 58. Blood pressure 148/84. O2 saturation is 94% on room air. His blood pressure today is as noted above. Examination is at baseline and is unchanged.

PLAN: Plan is to start him on the prazosin 1 mg at bedtime and 1 mg twice a day. He was given a prescription for 60 with three refills and follow up is in a month time. Side effects of the medications have been reviewed with him and advised not to discontinue precipitously, but he is tolerant to taper. He is to call the office if he has any side effects or questions.
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
