Please see physician’s handwritten notes for full details. Last office visit 10/22/12, has undergone two IV Solu-Medrol treatments for a left retrobulbar neuritis characterized by decreased visual acuity, left eye pain, loss of color contrast with improved response, was also had some diplopia. She has seen Dr. McHenry for treatment, which is also slowly improving. Overall, she had been very stable on no immunomodulatory drug agent for many years, but over the past six months it had multiple MS symptoms including the above eye symptoms, ataxia, fatigue, cognitive impairment. On the last visit, she declined any new immunomodulatory drug therapy, but now she is ready because she continues to have same symptoms. We have gone over the side effects, risks and benefits and I have decided on Tysabri since she needs to get this under control quickly.

Plan: She is JC virus IgG antibody negative for liver function, CBC are unremarkable. Her varicella zoster titer is positive. She will follow up in two months.
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
