History of Present Illness: This is a 33-year-old gentleman with intractable headache returning for a followup visit. The patient was started on Topamax and Imitrex on the last visit, which did not help his headache. The patient is currently on Topamax 75 mg daily and reports that his headache has not changed at all. The patient was seen by his PMD who give him some Lortab, which released his pain to some extent, but continues to have persistent pain. The patient has developed sinusitis as well as inner ear pain, which could be due to some inflammation or infection attributed to sinus infection. Denies any history of fever. No neck stiffness.

Past Medical History: Remains unchanged.

Current Medications: Remains unchanged.

Physical Examination: Vitals: Blood pressure 118/72, pulse 66, and weight 199 pounds. Rest of the examination is unchanged.

Assessment: This is a 33-year-old gentleman with intractable headache. No relief with Topamax and Imitrex. Lortab use helps improve the headache to a mild degree. Examination is nonfocal. Recent sinuses and inner ear infection and the patient is on antibiotic. The patient is scheduled to see an ENT specialist.

Plan: We will switch from Topamax to nortriptyline 25-75 mg daily with slow increment. Tramadol one tablet as needed for breakthrough pain, not more than twice a day. ENT followup as planned. Follow up in the office in three weeks again for reevaluation.
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
