CHIEF COMPLAINT: She is here to have her ears irrigated, but she has been having little abdominal pain.

SUBJECTIVE: It actually starts from low back and radiates around into the groin area. There is some L5 distribution. She is 50 now. It is time for colonoscopy, but her GYN does all of her physicals and ordered all of her tests. She needs to monitor that she does need a colonoscopy. No changes in her bowels for last two days too, little more gas. There is no abdominal tenderness. Little tenderness on the low back over L1 distribution that radiates around into the groin. We will place her on Cipro just to cover diverticulitis. She has got low-grade fever. Also, did her irrigation today. She had a lot of impaction. It took good 45 minutes just get her ears cleaned. Do not use Q-Tips anymore. Try the Cipro to see if this resolved on her abdomen and I want her to make sure she gets her colonoscopy if her GYN does order it. We will need to see her.
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
