Dear Dr. Regiec:

This lady is seen for followup on January 23, 2013. I ordered MRI of the brain and MRI of the lumbar spine. MRI of the brain was negative for any vascular or mass lesion, but mild bilateral basal ganglia calcification was reported.

Lumbar MRI revealed degenerative disc changes in multiple level.

She still has impaired balance and decreased sensation on the right side and weakness on the left side; therefore, cervical myopathy is strongly suspected and she is scheduled to see Dr. Junn on January 31, 2013.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Tendon jerks are brisk bilaterally and again there is decreased sensation on the right side and weakness in the right triceps. Gait is still unsteady.

PLAN: She should be off work for now and I will follow her after she is evaluated by Dr. Junn. I again emphasized her not to do any exercise or unusual activities or avoid any further injury.
