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The patient came with inflammatory arthritis. She is on sulfasalazine, folic acid, Naprosyn, and Flexeril 5 mg two hour sleep.
MUSCULOSKELETAL:
Both upper and lower extremity examination is done for inspection, palpation, stability, and range of motion. Only the pertinent abnormal and normal findings are listed below.

There is no swelling in the hands. Her grip is rather good. She does not complain of hair loss.
LABORATORY DATA:
Blood work in October was normal.
ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:

Inflammatory arthritis.
We refilled all her medications; sulfasalazine 500 mg two tablets twice a day, folic acid 1 mg a day, Naprosyn 375 mg twice a day, Flexeril 5 mg two hours sleep. We ordered also CBC to count her white cells and red cells.
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
