I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Melendez, today.

He is a 54-year-old gentleman whom you referred for ocular evaluation. He does complain of blurred vision in each eye.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of 20/40 in the right eye and 20/30 in the left eye without correction. Proper refraction can achieve 20/25 vision in each eye. He has mild pingueculae bilaterally, which are asymptomatic. Otherwise, his ocular examination is normal. His symptoms are secondary to presbyopia. I will be giving Mr. Melendez a prescription for new bifocals. Otherwise, he can return in one year or sooner should he have any problems.

I will keep you informed of his progress.
