I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. King, today.

She is a 55-year-old female with a history of diabetes. She presents for her scheduled three-month exam. She is, however, five months late.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of 20/30 in each eye with her current correction. She has nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy in each eye, which is stable since her exam in April 2012. Macular tomography shows complete resolution of macular edema in the left eye following laser photocoagulation in April 2012. At the present time, she needs no additional ocular treatment. I did, however, asked her to return in three months for full exam.

I will keep you informed of her progress.
