Dear Dr. Boxer:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Timmons, today.

He is a 57-year-old gentleman with a history of diabetes. His past ocular history is significant for decreased vision in the left eye following trauma in the distant past.

Examination reveals stable visual acuity of 20/30 in the right eye and 20/400 in the left eye with his current correction. He has no evidence of diabetic retinopathy. He is a glaucoma suspect secondary to increased optic nerve head cupping. Visual field testing today was normal in the right eye and showed a superior arcuate defect in the left eye secondary to his chorioretinal scar. The results are stable since his exam one year ago. In addition optic nerve tomography did show increased optic nerve head cupping consistent with his clinical exam. However, he had a normal nerve fiber layer in the right eye and only mildly attenuated nerve fiber layer in the left eye also consistent with his clinical exam. Finally, clinical evaluation of his chorioretinal scar in the left eye shows no changes. Overall, his examination is stable. He needs no specific ocular treatment at this time. I would, however, like him to return in six months or sooner for followup.

I will keep you informed of his progress.
