CHIEF COMPLAINT: She has been having headaches since Thanksgiving.

SUBJECTIVE: She gets headache and when her nosebleeds the headache goes away. It is in the side of her head, but mostly in her sinus area. She is taking antibiotics for sinus. She called the cardiologist and they said see your primary care doctor. Once the nosebleeds she feels better. I told the patient this is new on me unless it is some relief from sinus pressure what I believe. She has a headache in May 2011 went to the ER and had their report CAT scan was normal then.

OBJECTIVE: HEENT: Clear. Neck: Carotids are 2+. Neuro: Cranial nerves are intact. Skin: There is no rash or tenderness.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: At this point, we are going to treat her like a sinus headache. We place her on a prednisone 12-day taper along with Omnicef 300 mg twice a day for full 14 days. I want her to lots of liquids __________ steam. If it persists, she may have to see ENT or neurologist, but again at this point when the pressure builds on her sinuses and nosebleeds the pain is better. We might have to do a little research also.
