Identifying Data: The patient is a 47-year-old African-American female, diagnosed with mood disorder NOS, MR, and schizoaffective disorder, came in by herself for medication review appointment. The patient missed one appointment she did not know why. She did not take one month shot and she had not been compliant with medications. The patient reports her guardian was supposed to refill the medication, but she did not have three-dollar co-pay to get the medications. She said she is doing well. She was in the hospital overnight for increased menstrual bleeding. Now, she said she is doing better. Sleeping well and eating well. Compliant with medications. Mood reports to be little down, but denied suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denied anger, aggression, or auditory or visual hallucinations. At this point, the patient has no issues or concerns.

Mental Status Examination: The patient is an alert, oriented, well-developed and well‑nourished African-American female. Good eye contact, cooperative, pleasant, and clear speech. Euthymic mood and affect.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/90, pulse 89 per minute, weight 159.6 pounds, waist size 33½”, and height 5’2¼”.

Plan: Continue Haldol 5 mg a.m. and 10 mg h.s. Continue Invega Sustenna shots 117 mg IM monthly. AIMS done scored 0. Follow up in one month. Talked about importance of compliance with medications, appointments, and shots. Also talked to the nurse to call the guardian and find out why she had not refilled the medication for the patient.
