Dear Bernice:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Treadwell, today.

She is a 78-year-old female with a history of glaucoma. She is currently using Cosopt drops in each eye b.i.d. She presents today for her annual glaucoma testing. Visual fields showed general constriction and paracentral scotomas in each eye, which may be secondary to past laser treatment for diabetes. Overall, the defects appear to be stable. Optic nerve tomography showed decreased, but stable nerve fiber layer in each eye.

Clinically, today her visual acuity is stable at count fingers in the right eye and 20/30 in the left eye with her current correction. Her glaucoma appears to be controlled on her current medications. She has proliferative diabetic retinopathy in each eye, which is quiet following panretinal laser photocoagulation as well as macular photocoagulation. She has no active neovascularization or edema. Finally, she has stable pseudophakia bilaterally. She needs no additional ocular treatment at this time. I have asked Ms. Treadwell to continue her Cosopt drops and return in three months so we can continue to monitor her ocular pressure.

I will keep you informed of her progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
