Ms. Johnson has been a patient of mine since November 2012 when it was discovered that she had a serious heart condition comprised of uncontrolled atrial fibrillation and shortness of breath because of the fibrillation. She was taken immediately to the cardiology office of Dr. Nair who has used multiple medications to try to control the fibrillation to no avail. At this point, she is on metoprolol 50 mg b.i.d. and Pradaxa q.d., because to prevent blood clots traveling to the brain from the heart which can happen fairly frequently in atrial fibrillation. Because of her fibrillation and her very irregular heart rate and repetitive heart beating, she has got dyspnea on exertion and gets short of breath very easily, walking up a flight of stairs is very difficult for her. We continued to try to treat her atrial fibrillation with different medications, but so far to no avail. Again, Ms. Johnson has shortness of breath walking fairly short distances and certainly climbing stairs.
