The patient is here with glucometer readings they are all within normal limits. She states for occasionally readings in the 180-200 in the evenings. She appears to be very well controlled. She is checking her glucometer everyday and she is compliant with diet and exercise. She walks everyday. Her last ABI study revealed abnormal waves in the left lower extremity compatible with peripheral arterial disease. The patient is to have repeat test today. If abnormal, the patient will need a serial Doppler ultrasound of the lower extremities. The patient is tolerating the citalopram very well and her anxiety has markedly decreased. We will refill the citalopram for the next three months and reevaluate the patient in two months for her diabetes.
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
