OBJECTIVE: General: No acute distress. HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear. TMs are clear. Nasal mucosa with mild erythema and clear discharge. Pharynx is within normal limits. Neck: Supple. No adenopathy. Thyroid is normal. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No wheezing or rhonchi. CVA: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs, rubs, or gallops. Extremities: Negative CCE. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Neurologic: Intact.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypothyroidism. Currently stable on Synthroid 0.112 mg. The patient is given refills of this medication.

2. Hyperlipidemia, currently stable on her Crestor 10 mg one p.o. q.d. She is given refills of this medication.

3. Hyperkalemia/hypernitremia/elevated BUN/borderline glucose. Repeat comprehensive metabolic. We will schedule a follow up in one week to review labs.
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
