History of Present Illness: This is a 31-year-old female returning for a followup visit. The patient has history of nonconvulsive psychogenic seizures. In the past, the patient’s EEG was inconclusive for any electrographic epileptiform activity. The patient has multiple behavioral issues and recurrent falls. The patient came in reporting that she fell in the grocery store while walking out, no warning, hit her left side of the head. No awareness of the event and the patient did not have any recollection of the event. The patient has some bruise in the left temporal region and since complaining of intermittent confusion and headache. No focal motor or sensory deficit. Normal speech and language. Clinical examination is unchanged from my recent examination about a week ago. There is a small bruise in the left temple region. No other focal deficit.

Plan: We will refer the patient for a CAT scan to rule out any contusion/concussion injury. The headache could be as a result of concussion injury. We will get an EEG to rule out any electrographic seizure activity. Prior EEGs were inconclusive without any evidence of electrographic seizure activity. The patient is advised for seizure/fall precautions. The patient is reassured. We will follow up in  one month.
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
