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CPE ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Myalgias. The patient complains of general right-sided pain mostly muscular. The patient has had a complete workup in the past. Feels this may be related to an old sports injury. The patient is to continue his yoga and stretching exercises as this has provided some relief. May want to consider massage as well. We will schedule a follow up if symptoms worsen or persist.

2. History of recurrent prostatitis. Symptoms have been stable with no recent complaints. We will continue to monitor.

3. Vitamin D deficiency. The patient is currently taking supplements now. Refused his vitamin D levels today as not covered by insurance.

4. Pharyngitis. Symptoms have resolved. The patient had lab work done, comprehensive metabolic and CBC, which were normal. He will schedule a followup if symptoms return.

5. Hyperlipidemia. The patient is currently off Lipitor now, controlling with diet. We will await results of lipids.

6. Routine health. UA was negative. Immunizations are up-to-date. The patient refuses the flu vaccine. Lipids were drawn. The patient refuses other labs, EKG, spirometry, chest x-ray as not covered under his preventative benefit. We will schedule a followup pending lab results.
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
