CHIEF COMPLAINT: Screening colonoscopy.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 53-year-old African-American gentleman has been referred for screening colonoscopy. He denies having seen any blood in the stools. There is no constipation or diarrhea. No nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain. No fever or chills. No short of breath or chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension, history of hypercholesterolemia, history of bipolar disorder, which is stable. He does not have HIV, but has been on HIV prophylaxis because of his partner.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Which he has been on is:
1. Metoprolol 25 mg once a day.
2. Spironolactone 25 mg once a day.

3. Prezista 50 mg once a day.

4. Truvada 200 mg once a day.

5. Trazodone 100 mg once a day.

6. Saphris 10 mg once a day.

ALLERGIES: There is no known allergy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes about eight cigarettes a day and drinks about three drinks a week. He stopped using drugs about 10 years ago.

FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for father had lung cancer and sister has some kind of cancer, but he is not aware.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: There is no shortness of breath, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain. No fever or chills. Essentially benign history.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: This is a young gentleman, appeared younger than stated age, not in acute distress at this time. Vital Signs: Weight is 152 pounds. Blood pressure is 130/90. Pulse is 76. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Sclerae are nonicteric. Neck: Supple. Lungs: No rales or wheezing. Good breath sounds bilaterally. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Positive bowel sounds. Nontender. Extremities: No edema. Neuro: Alert and oriented. No focal deficits.
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IMPRESSION/PLAN:
1. Colon cancer screening.

2. Bipolar disorder.

3. History of hypertension.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

5. Risks and complications have been explained. Bowel prep has been ordered. All the questions have been answered. He is going to be scheduled for colonoscopy. Further recommendation will follow after that.
