The patient is here for followup. Yesterday, he was here with an episode of severe weakness, profound weakness, and near loss of consciousness. While in the office he is severely debilitated. We did lab work after the patient refused to go to the hospital. He was placed empirically on Levaquin. The patient has been having symptoms of cough and congestion for the last few days, which were treated with Delsym. The Delsym has been stopped because the cough has decreased. There is no fever. The patient is tolerating the Levaquin well. He has regained his usual self. He appears well today.

On physical examination, the chest x-ray shows no evidence of infiltrates or infusions. There is no swelling of the legs. Lab work looks stable. The patient is instructed to use antibiotics and return to the office should he develop any worsening symptoms or new symptoms.
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
