Hospital followup. The patient was admitted to the hospital in late December with change in mental status, alterations and blood sugar and was found to have enterococcal bacteremia that was persistent. CAT scan of his abdomen and pelvis was unremarkable. Transesophageal echo was unremarkable. The patient does have a known heart murmur. He was also noted to have some infection in areas where he had recent surgery for reversal fistulas and grafting in his left upper extremity. He had some open areas in his axillary and right leg areas that were not infected. The left upper extremity grew non-MRSA Staph species. On the advice on consulting infectious disease expert Dr. Esposito, the patient was on ampicillin for four months and on gentamicin for 10 days finishing antibiotics yesterday.

His blood sugar has been elevated to about 200, but his girlfriend Brenda who accompanies him to the visit today states that he is eating anything and everything and that he had gained the weight he has lost during hospitalization. His last appointment with Dr. Rao of surgery was yesterday and he now is just applying dry sterile dressings without any packing to his aforementioned wounds. Energy is better. He remains off cigarettes with the aid of Nicotine patch, but he is contemplating switching to Chantix. Pros and cons and side effects of Chantix were reviewed with him.

Medications otherwise include aspirin 81 mg daily, heparin flush through the PICC line which has been tunneled into his right chest area, Zocor 40 mg, CellCept 250 mg b.i.d., Prograf 1 mg three in the a.m. and two in the p.m., amlodipine 5 mg daily, _____ 03:01  and multivitamin daily, iron 325 mg b.i.d., Ambien 10 mg at h.s., alprazolam 0.25 mg b.i.d. p.r.n. and these two medications are new, Nicoderm patch, Colace 100 mg b.i.d., magnesium oxide 200 mg b.i.d., isosorbide extended-release 60 mg daily, prednisone 5 mg q.a.m., Percocet 5-325 one to two q.4-6h. p.r.n. chronic back pain, omeprazole 40 mg b.i.d.

Zoster vaccine was given today. Right upper extremity at the patient request.

The patient will have a colonoscopy later this year for his follow up on colonic polyps.

He may be expected to have cataract surgery in the near future.

He has a followup with Dr. Esposito next week.

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Weight stable at 143 pounds, pulse 68, temperature 98.3, blood pressure 124/86, but it is quite dynamic. No carotid bruits. Lungs are clear. Heart regular rhythm best heard in the epigastric area except for the prominent 3 x 6 basal murmur, which is unchanged. There were no new murmurs. No edema. Left upper extremity and left axillary right thigh wounds are inspected. All are nice and clean. Dry sterile dressings were applied to each area. Office visit two months.
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
