She has had a discomfort down the right lateral leg, thigh, and to mid calf area, which is not new. She has chronic low back pain without any change. Denies injury, overuse, or new activities, on her feet all day painting and walking in dinner 00:55. She has some DJD noted on plane L-spine x-rays in the past. She has slight weakness in her distal right leg muscles and slight diminution in pinprick and vibration sense. The reflexes are intact, as are heel and toe walks. She is able to forward flex and approximate her fingertips to the floor. We will check an MRI of her L-spine to rule out any significant disc disease or spinal stenosis.

She also has some localized posterior calf discomfort. Homans’ sign negative. There is no edema. Duplex scan today is negative.

Her weight is down 10 pounds in the past nine months. She attributes this to the stress worrying about her mother’s ailments (01:44_____), but she also does use cocaine. She denies feeling unwell in anyway or changes in her diet. She does states that when she gets stress she tends not to eat. Pulse is 72 and somewhat irregular. Early 02:01_____. Temperature is 98.3. Blood pressure 114/78. Lungs absolutely clear. No head and neck adenopathy. Heart is normal. No murmur. Abdomen is benign without organomegaly, masses, or adenopathy. Follow up as previous scheduled. Routine CPE.
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
