Indication for the Procedure:

1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Crescendo angina pectoris.

3. Significant severe hypertension.

4. Peripheral vascular disease, renal artery stenosis for evaluation.

Procedure Performed: 

1. Bilateral selective coronary arteriography.

2. Bilateral selective renal arteriography.

Procedure in Detail:

1. Informed consent.

2. Appropriate monitoring.

3. Appropriate prep and drape.

4. Access site – right common femoral artery.

5. 4-French sheath in the artery.

6. Diagnostic left coronary, right coronary angiogram, and bilateral selective renal arteriography performed using 4-French JL4, 3DRC catheter, and 3DRC catheter respectively. After review of data, it was decided to terminate the procedure. The patient tolerated the entire procedure well. Hemostasis was achieved with manual compression.

Findings:

1. Hemodynamic data, aorta 180/80 mmHg.

2. Coronary anatomy – left main coronary artery with luminal irregularities.

3. Left anterior descending artery – large artery at the origin gives rise to large diagonal D1 after which LDL has 70% long smooth lesion. This LAD has luminal irregularities.

4. Left circumflex artery has 10% proximal stenosis and OM1 has around 40% proximal stenosis.
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5. Right coronary artery and its branches nonobstructive disease.

6. Right renal artery with luminal irregularities 10% proximal stenosis.

7. Right renal artery with luminal irregularities.

Conclusions:

1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Moderate disease of the mid LAD after large diagonal.

3. Peripheral vascular disease, nonobstructive renal artery disease as described above.
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
