Here today with her father Joseph. She states in the past week with raspy voice and cough. She has been trying to induce some gagging, unclear if she is trying to raise mucous. She does have a history of chronic gastroesophageal reflux, but apparently this has been stable. She has not had any recent irritative voiding symptoms. She has chronic urinary incontinence. She is complaining of some discomfort and a reddened vulvar area. On exam, she has a raspy voice. Lips are dry. Weight 100 pounds down another three pounds in past nine months. Pulse 88. Temperature 98 axillary. Blood pressure is 122/82. Color is pink. Mild postnasal drip. Ears are normal. No head and neck adenopathy. Lungs are clear. Pulse ox 98% rest room air.

Current medications Peridium p.r.n., Cipro 500 mg b.i.d., Triple Paste to vulvar area, ranitidine 150 mg at h.s., multivitamins, calcium supplementation, Enablex 7.5 mg b.i.d., baclofen 5 mg a.m. and 10 mg p.m. (history of cerebral palsy with spasticity), Benicar b.i.d., MiraLax one spoon daily, and Aleve p.r.n.

Her postural signs standing show drop in blood pressure 122/108, which is asymptomatic.

I do not believe her vulvar irritation is due to yeast. It is probably due to the increase in stress incontinence induced by the cough. Triple Paste may be used alternatively Zinc Oxide ointment or Nupercainal ointment. Follow up p.r.n.

ADDENDUM: Note paternal grandfather with new diagnosis of AML. He has a history of congestive heart failure.
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
