He does not have any contraindication for such medications. He also tried Levitra in the past, which has given him headache and also tried Viagra, which also gave him side effect. Otherwise, he reported that he continued to be stressed out by being home. He is not doing much at all. He continued to be antsy. He reported that without the medication he could not sleep. He denied any suicidal ideation or homicidal ideation.

Treatment Plan: At this point is to increase his Zoloft to 100 mg daily and trazodone 150 mg p.o. q.h.s. I started him on a Cialis 20 mg to take one hour prior to sexual activity as needed. I discussed with him the risk and benefit of taking this medication per usual.
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
