Dear Dr. Weide:

Ms. Wisniewski is seen for followup on January 23, 2013.

She reports that physical therapy is still helpful and her neck movement is improved and pain is decreased. Last time, I prescribed Voltaren 75 mg twice a day, but she lost prescription so we called in for Voltaren gel, which helped some.

She is scheduled for left carpal tunnel surgery on February 15, 2013, by Dr. Source.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: She still has pain and limited cervical motion with extension and rotation.

Neurologic exam in the upper extremities otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: Neck pain secondary to cervical spondylosis and facet arthropathy.

PLAN:
1. She will continue physical therapy for another two weeks.

2. If pain is not improved we may consider cervical facet joint injection or epidural injection.

3. She will continue Vicodin 7.5/750 mg once or twice a day and Voltaren 75 mg twice a day and I will follow her after one month.
