Dear Dr. Zimmie:

Ms. Butler is seen for followup on January 23, 2013.

I saw her last time in August 2012 for peripheral polyneuropathy with pain and numbness in the toes, which is relieved by gabapentin 300 mg total of 500 mg a day, but she still continues to experience intermittent pain in the mid back especially at night. She has history of thoracotomy on the left side; however, the tenderness is significantly below the level over the ribcage at posterior axillary line. There are no rashes noted.

IMPRESSION:
1. Her peripheral neuropathy is under control with Neurontin; therefore, she will continue Neurontin.

2. I discussed about steroid injection to left ribcage, but since her pain is relieved with Vicodin ES, which she takes only one at night occasionally and #90 tablets lasted more than six months. I will follow her and if pain still persists I may consider steroid injection then.
