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Mr. Menon returned for followup. He has persistent episodes of intermittent weakness with fainting spells. An echocardiogram was done today reveals a mild dyskinesis for the lateral wall of the left ventricle that is close to the apex with an ejection fraction of 40% with __________ aortic valve with no other significant abnormalities. Carotid Doppler study was done and reveals some plaquing but no evidence of significant narrowing. The MRI of the brain reveals no evidence of stroke. No evidence of tumors. The findings are discussed with the patient and the patient’s daughter. The patient has been referred to cardiology for followup. However, the patient is very reluctant to go to the cardiologist. We have been trying to refer him to cardiology for the last two years. Now, his daughter is aware of the findings and we will try to discuss with him. We will reevaluate the patient in two months. We will give the patient a low dose beta-blocker.
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
