Subjective: This patient presents today with tooth pain and swelling. She has a filling that fell off on the right lower molar and she is having tooth pain. She has not been able to see the dentist yet. She is also having flare ups of her eczema particularly over her wrist and right forearm. Denies any nausea, vomiting, changes of soaps, and changes of detergents. No headaches. No fever. No chills.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: BP is 124/70. Pulse 96. Respirations 18. Poor dentition with eroded enamel on the right lower molar. There is severe atopic dermatitis on the wrist and dorsum of the hand.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Atopic dermatitis. We will treat with Kenalog 0.5% cream to be applied topically twice a day.

2. Dental caries – clindamycin 150 mg four times a day for seven days and advised the patient to follow up with dentistry as soon as possible to have the filling replaced.
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
