She will continue Bactrim DS b.i.d. to complete one week’s course of therapy. Use heat, keep clothes loose and use _____ 01:15 and start Bactrim one half pill daily. Routine blood work, BMP, A1c, immunoglobulin, and HIV were checked today. She had a routine CPE scheduled in the near future and one week follow up regarding the current infections.
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
