Subjective: This patient presents today complaining of left ear pain. He continues to have skin rashes, which did not respond to the creams. This has been going on for the last two days. Denies any fevers, chills, nausea, vomiting, or shortness of breath. Rest of the review of systems is unremarkable.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Height 4’9”, Weight 81 pounds. Temperature 98.2. BP is 90/40. Pulse 96. Erythematous left tympanic membrane, which is bulging and positive left-sided cervical lymphadenopathy. Diffuse pustules or papular lesions throughout the body mostly on the arms, legs and torso.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Left otitis media. We will treat with amoxicillin 500 mg b.i.d. for seven days.

2. Impetigo. There is crusted lesion on the forehead, which was draining. We will apply some bacitracin topically to this. He will apply some Kenalog 0.5% cream to the other lesions on his body. I suspect this is secondary to bed bugs, as he had scabies treatment already and the entire family appears to be infected except the mother. They do have chickens in the backyard, but I do not think this is contributing to this. Family does report that they do see insects falling around the house a lot. Total time spent with the patient was 15 minutes.
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
